GENERAL RULES & INFORMATION
An Open/Advance horse may enter a Novice class, in which case the minimum speed is 8km/hr for a pass, and a grade will be awarded as per the Novice grading chart. However, no grading points will be awarded, only distance.
In the interests of fairness, horses beyond their first competitive season who have elected to remain at Novice and not upgrade to Open, competing in a Novice class, will also only be awarded points for the distance - not for the grade.
When calculating grading points for SERC rides, the first heart rate taken should be used to convert to an EGB grading as per the grading tables in the EGB Handbook
If submitting SERC rides, the Vet Sheet or Clubhouse supporting evidence must also be submitted
For full details on the rules & guidelines for the Annual Awards please look at the Rules for End of Season Trophies

POINTS FOR GRADED RIDES (GER)
Points for Mileage
	First 40km
	Next 20km
	Next 20km & over

	1 Point for every km for the first 40km
	2.5 Points per km
	4 Points per km



For example: a 64km ride would be 1 point for each km for 40km (40pts) PLUS 2.5 points for the next 20km (50pts) PLUS  4 points for the final 4km (16pts)
The total mileage points would be 40 + 50 + 16 = 106pts
